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Let’s Talk Trash.....

Our trash system seems to be working well.
The main issues for which trash is still being
tagged by the contractor:

-Excess trash (not in provided cart) Your
trash should all be in the 95 gallon cart
provided. Repeatedly leaving excess trash will
cause you to incur the cost (on your utility bill)
and delivery of an additional cart. If you are
using an old trash can for recyclables PLEASE
LABEL IT AS RECYCLABLES.

-Cart not left in designated area. The
contractor will leave your cart where he needs
to pick it up after he empties it.

-Trash not accessible. Please make sure your
cart is accessible by the contractor. Do not
park your vehicle between the cart and the
street or pile green waste around or in front of
it.

-Missed pickup. Often a missed pickup can be
taken that day if you call and report it
immediately. It can sometimes be avoided
altogether by making sure your trash is to the
curb by 7AM. Remember to remove your cart
back to the residence the night following
pickup!

-Missing cart. Please record the serial number
to your cart. It can help us locate your cart if it
goes missing. Have this number available when
you call to report it missing.

GREEN WASTE

Please make sure, as we approach the height
of Hurricane season, that your green waste is
not piled in or near drainage culverts. The
big rain event on August 12, 2009 proved that
floating debris can easily stop the drainage
from flowing properly.
